Also referred as the “roof” of 

Dalat, it has long been considered a symbol of Dalat city which is an ideal place for tourists to enjoy the feeling 

that can’t be found anywhere. 

Enjoy the local dinner at Lang Biang Restaurant then join in The Gong show. The Gong Show in Da Lat is a 

must-see for any visitor looking for a unique and entertaining experience. Held regularly in the heart of the 

city, this lively event brings together both locals and tourists to showcase their talents in a fun, informal 

setting. Performances range from singing and dancing to comedy, with the iconic gong used to end acts that 

don’t impress the audience or judges. It’s a fantastic way to immerse yourself in the local culture, enjoy some 

laughter, and witness the creative spirit of Da Lat.

Day 5: Mui Ne - Ho Chi Minh – Half Day city tour (B/L/D) 

 
Upon arrival, check in hotel for relax for a while, then we will transfer to Mui Ne fishing village, where the 

morning catch is carried to shore and ladies are busy sorting out the catch, while fishing boats are lining up 

and preparing to sail. The journey finishes at Fairy Spring (Suoi Tien), a little creek that runs through the 

heart of the red sand dunes. After that, you will reach the White sand dune, take a gentle walk to catch the 

first sunrise of the day. Later, the land cruiser (as picture) vehicle will take you 20 minutes (landcruiser car/8 

paxs) to climb the highest peaks of the sand dunes where you can enjoy the entire panorama of Bau Trang, an 

oasis-like place. The area has the feel of a desert, with massive sand dunes covering most of the terrain. The 

huge lakes will come into view as you climb up the desert hills. Clusters of lotuses cover a large part of the 

water's surface. The gentle pink color of the flowers, together with the lush green shade of the leaves and the 

translucent blue color of the water, makes a gorgeous, mesmerizing landscape. Then reach the Red Sand 

Dunes, The slopes are less steep than the White Sand Dunes, making them ideal for photography since the 

red color of the sand contrasts with the surrounding countryside.
