 Day 15: HANOI-HOA LU -TRANG AN-HANOI-NIGHT TRAIN TO LAO CAI (B/-/D) 

Depart 2 hour driving along green fields and villages in the two side of the high way number 01. Your first 

stop is Hoa Lu, used to be the capital of Vietnam in the 11st centuries, visit the temple of Dinh & Le dynasty, 

learn about history of Vietnam in the war with China and about the first Vietnamese government. Have a 

great view of rice paddy field, and lots of fresh air 

 Start a boat trip to visit Trang An - Landscape Complex is a spectacular landscape of limestone karst 

peaks permeated with valleys, many of them partly submerged and surrounded by steep, almost vertical 

cliffs. Exploration of caves at different altitudes has revealed archaeological traces of human activity over a 

continuous period of more than 30,000 years. They illustrate the occupation of these mountains by seasonal 

hunter-gatherers and how they adapted to major climatic and environmental changes, especially the 

repeated inundation of the landscape by the sea after the last ice age. The story of human occupation 

continues through the Neolithic and Bronze Ages to the historical era.
