We then embark on a leisure cruise upstream on the Mekong 

River, which also gives us a breathtaking view of the tranquil countryside, before reaching the mysterious 

Pak Ou Caves, two linked caves crammed with thousands of gold lacquered Buddha statues of various shapes 

and sizes left by pilgrims.  Along the way, we stop at the village of Ban Xanghai, where they make the local 

rice wine.

On arrival back in the city, we will visit the magnificent Wat Xiengthong a superb piece of Lao temple 

architecture, which presents a sweeping two-tiered roof and ornate mosaics including a beautiful ‘tree of life

From there, we will transfer to visit Wat Prabath to admire the sunset; this is the really peaceful place to 

catch the last beauty of the day. The tour ends after a visit to the famous Night Market, where you can find a 

lovely collection of handmade textiles made by local and hilltribe people surrounding Luang Prabang.

 Day 13: LUANG PRABANG – KUANG SI WATERFALLS – SPEED TRAIN TO VIENTIANE (B/L/-)

giving, which dates to the 14th century. More than 200 Buddhist monks depart from various temple to gather 

their daily meal from the faithful residents sitting quietly on the streets.

From there, we will visit the temporary morning market near the former Royal Palace. Just set on the ground, 

the local people come here to barter their day’s catch from rice, to vegetable, to fish, or chicken. This is the best 

chance to experience the flavor of local life 

After breakfast at the hotel, we ascend the 329 steps to the top of Phousi Hill for a panoramic view of the city 

and the Mekong River. 

This then takes us to the beautiful Kuang Si waterfalls which is the biggest in the Luang Prabang area with 

three tiers leading to a 50-metre drop into spectacular azure pools before flowing downstream. The pools also 

make great swimming holes and are very popular with both tourists and locals 

There is also the chance to walk to the nearby village of Ban Thapene, and explore the hidden waterfalls, 

which is rarely visited by other tourists. 



 

 

If you wish, we will also take a short visit to the Bear Rescue Center, which houses a couple of dozen animals 

rescued from the hands of poachers and traffickers. 

We then transfer to Vientiane by speed train in the afternoon (2 hours for transfer, 2nd class of train)

over 500 years, which were created by a mysterious monk spreading his philosophy on life and revealing his 

ideas about the universe.

On the way to Lao’s national icon, the famous and sacred structure of 

That Luang Stupa, we stop enroute to take some pictures of the imposing Patuxay Monument, which is well 

known as Vientiane’s own Arc de Triumph. A spectacular view over the Mekong River at sunset is a perfect 

way to finish the day.
