The religion is a hybrid of Buddhism, Taoism, Confucianism and Christianity.The 

temple's exterior is decorated with multi-colored dragons of all shapes and sizes competing for space with a 

number of religious symbols. Above the main entrance is the all-seeing holy eye, the symbol of the Cao Dai 

sect. The interior is just as engaging as statues of Jesus Christ, Buddha and the Hindu god, Brahma, stand side 

by side.
